FIELD RULES
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 No alcohol or drugs allowed at any time.

 All players must participate in a Safety Orientation before playing.
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 LPA reserves the right to check any player’s paintball equipment at anytime.
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 CO2 and HPA tanks are inspected prior to game play.  Repair to the tanks are the player’s responsibility. All tanks must have a current hydro date. 
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 All players must use approved goggles.  Keep your GOGGLES on at all times when going beyond the staging area or while on the Field.  You will be suspended from game play on the second warning.
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 Barrel Plugs/Covers ARE REQUIRED and must remain on the marker the whole time you are in the staging area or traveling to and from the field.
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 Maximum field velocity is -300 (preferred range is 280) FPS - you are responsible for maintaining safe speeds. You may be asked to verify your FPS AT ANY TIME.
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 All markers are required to be chronographed upon arrival and after each 3rd game played. 
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 Dead Man Posture: When eliminated from a game, the gun is aimed up and clearly visible with barrel plug in as you walk off the field. Any variation of this means you are FAIR GAME.
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 Surrendering is a player’s choice.  If a player is asked to surrender and choices not too then the player is considered fair game.  Any movement of the weapon is considered a threat and puts you in fair game.
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 There is a twenty-five (25) feet surrender rule.

 Eliminated Players DO NOT TALK.   
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 If you say HIT, Shot, Ouch, DEAD, OUT, I'M GONE or anything similar; you are eliminated from the game.
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 If a ball hits and you cannot see the mark, call a for a paint check.  
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 Dry firing is permitted, but only at the Chrono station.  There will be NO DRY FIRING IN THE STAGING AREA.  Players caught doing this will be asked to leave on the second warning-no exceptions.
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 Referees/owner rulings are final; there will be no arguing with the refs during game play.  If needed you may discuss calls after the game has ended with field owner.
